Members from across the community participated in ‘Sampurnata Abhiyan’ organized in Haridwar  
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Community awareness and local participation, integral to effective and targeted

community programmes, are key thrust areas in public health intervention programs

of World Health Partners’ (WHP). The "Sampurnata Abhiyaan," a 3-month

campaign organized from 4th July – 30th September 2024 for accelerated

development in Aspirational Block Program by Niti Aayog was leveraged by WHP to

further its commitment and ongoing partnership activities to enhance services in

Government health care system.

 

WHP team working in Haridwar, Ranchi, and Udham Singh Nagar under ‘Systems

Approach for MNCH in Vulnerable Geographies (SAMVEG)’ Project for improving

care continuum, mobilized local people, women, healthcare staff and community

leaders to participate in this awareness  campaign focusing on improving 12

indicators across health, nutrition, agriculture, social development, and education.

The involvement of SAMVEG's District Managers in "Sampurnata Abhiyaan"

underscores WHP’s commitment to uplift the most underdeveloped blocks, in line

with the broader goals of strengthening the infrastructure and services offered in

Government health care system.

Support in delivery of care services to pregnant women  

The SAMVEG project team actively supervised the antenatal care (ANC) check-ups and nutrition

awareness sessions during the Pradhan Mantri Surakshit Matritva Abhiyan (PMSMA) activity at the

District Hospital Moga, Punjab. This ensured comprehensive health check-ups of pregnant women

and imparting essential nutritional guidance critical for their well-being and the healthy development

of their babies.

WHP has been working to streamline the accessibility of antenatal care services

(ANC) for pregnant women in community health centers (CHCs) in its work

locations across Punjab, Jharkhand, Himachal Pradesh, Haryana and Uttarakhand.

To advance this, an assessment of quality and availability of existing ANC facilities

is done to identify any critical gaps and issues relating to capacities of health staff,

condition of infrastructure, and level of community awareness are identified and

discussed with the government to ensure appropriate corrective actions are taken

on priority to improve services.  

Additionally, the team’s presence and supervision of the ANC services offered

under the Pradhan Mantri Surakshit Matritva Abhiyan (PMSMA) activity at the

Community Health Center (CHC) in its project areas has ensured smooth conduct

of health check-ups and related services in accordance to the prescribed

guidelines. In July and August, ANC service delivery and community uptake

reported improvement in Namkum, Ranchi District of Jharkhand and Moga in



Punjab.

 

Provision of fixed-dose combination medicines at private health facilities

News coverage on the fixed-dose combination services that began in Amritsar with support and

intervention of World Health Partners’ intervention

Patients seeking TB treatment in private sector has increasingly shown the desire to

avail Government fixed-dose combination formulations (FDC medicines). WHO and

other organisations recommend FDCs as a further step to facilitate the optimal drug

treatment of TB, which consists of 4-drugs – 150 mg rifampicin, 75 mg isoniazid,

400 mg pyrazinamide and 275 mg ethambutol. Using FDCs in TB control simplifies

the doctor's prescription and patient's drug intake, as well as the drug supply

management of the programme.

In response WHP team has successfully coordinated with District TB Officers and

Civil surgeons of Amritsar and Patiala Districts to ensure free FDC medicine is

available at 43 private hospitals across the two Districts. Till date, a total of 1,892

patients have been initiated on FDC in Punjab. WHP team is maintaining the record

of drugs and its name has been added on Nikshay Aushadhi.
